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Research Authorization Application Form

APPLICATION FOR AUTHORITY TO CONDUCT WILDLIFE RESEARCH IN KENYA (To be completed by all Applicants)
PART I

(Notes to be read before completing the Forms)

1. An application for a wildlife  research authorization must be submitted to the Director, Kenya Wildlife Service, P.O Box 40241-00100, Kenya (herein referred to as KWS) at least three months before the date the Applicant intends to start conducting the research in Kenya.

2. The wildlife research authorization application forms must be accompanied by the following:

i. A comprehensive research project proposal, including details of objectives, hypothesis, literature review, methods and methodology, data analysis, expected project timeframe, budget, source of funds, names of supervisor(s) and envisaged application of the research results to wildlife conservation management

ii. A letter of introduction from the Applicant’s research institution and institution of Affiliation (Applicant’s research institution or institution of Affiliation is the institution the researcher is admitted to or collaborating with for the research purpose) 
iii. A copy of Applicant’s valid Passport/National Identification Card

iv. Current passport-size photograph of the Applicant(s) duly certified by the Head of Applicant’s Institution
v. Curriculum vitae of the applicant

vi. Non-refundable research authorization application fees of USD 20 (East Africa) and USD 100(others) or its equivalent in Kenya shillings payable to Kenya Wildlife Service, P.O. Box 40241-00100, Nairobi.

vii. Prospective researchers are strongly advised not to come before permits are given, otherwise Kenya Wildlife Service will not be held responsible for researchers arriving in the country before being granted a research permit. In addition to the scientific merits, acceptance of the proposed research project will be based on how it fits well with the wildlife research agenda.
